Agenda for evangelistic purposes.

WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  


Announcements: Use the announcements that are on the scheduled agenda.

Vision Nugget: The cell is 3-15 people that meet weekly outside of the church building 


for the purpose of evangelism, spiritual growth, and community with the goal of 


multiplication.


Icebreaker: 
“What is your favorite holiday?”
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us through His Word. Today we will be exploring the words of Jesus about Him giving us full life.  Many live physically, yet there is much in life that seek to destroy lives.  And for many there is an inner emptiness that can only be filled by Jesus.  Let’s discover how Jesus provides full life.  Read John 10:7-15…
1. I am sure we have all listened to the wrong advice a time or two in our lives.  Jesus said in verse 8 that there are those who seek to lead His children astray.  Can you briefly share a time when you listened to the wrong advice?  How did you respond when you realized it was the wrong advice?
2. What are some places that you have found to be sources of good advice that have been beneficial to your life?  Can anyone briefly share an positive experience?
3. In verse 9 Jesus refers to Himself as the gate through which we can enter and find pasture, which means in Him we find things that truly satisfy our lives.  What are some places that people look to to satisfy them?  Leader Note:  Job, hobbies, relationships, money, things, etc...What do you think are some of the things that a person may find in Jesus that truly satisfies them?  Can anyone briefly share a personal experience you’ve had with this reality?
4. In verse 10 Jesus talked about thieves that steal life.  What do you think are some things that steal life away or destroy life?
5. In verses 11-13 Jesus tells us how He gives us full and true life.  He lays down His life for us and He protects us against the things that would seek to destroy us.  What do you think all of this means?  How does He lay down His life for us?  And how do you think He protects us?  Leader Note:  The cross, His sacrifice for sin, sin that separates from God, etc...
6. Jesus talks about us knowing Him and He knowing us in verse 14 and 15.  How do you think we can know Him?  Can anyone briefly share a personal example of how you have experienced this? Leader Note:  Surrender to Jesus personally.
7. What have you heard today that you need to put into action? Is there anything else in our text of scripture that stands out to you or speaks to you?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.  Let’s pray for any needs that are represented in this group today.

WRAP UP (35 min) – Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowshipping together. Make Shared Ministry Assignments.
