Agenda for the week of February 5 - 11, 2011

WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.

Icebreaker: 
“What is most unique gift you have ever given?”

WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us through His Word. Read Galatians 1:6-10...
1. Why do you think Paul said that if he were still trying to please men he would not be a servant of Christ?
2. How has serving Christ caused you to go against the desire, wishes, or pleasure of other humans?
a. Was it hard or easy to continue serving Christ knowing that you were not pleasing others?
b. What allowed you or made it possible for you to keep serving Christ when you knew others were not pleased with you?
3. In the first part of our text of scripture, Paul talks about the people turning to a different gospel than the one originally preached to them.  What are some examples of the “false gospel” that is being preached today?  Leader Note:  God wants every Christian to be materially prosperous and rich.  If you have enough faith, you can have whatever you ask for in prayer.  If you are suffering or facing difficulties, it is probably because of sin in your life and you are being judged by God - those who always obey God, never suffer or face difficulties in life.
4. How can we arm ourselves or equip ourselves to resist these “false gospels”?  Leader Note: Really know what the true gospel of Jesus is.
5. Read verses 8 and 9 again.  How does this extreme position by Paul make you feel?  Leader Note:  Even though it may have made us feel alarmed or shocked, it should ultimately cause us to realize how important it is to understand and hold true to the gospel of Jesus.
6. Let’s spend a few minutes now talking about what the real or authentic gospel of Jesus really is.  How would you describe the true gospel of Jesus?  Leader Note:  1)Humanity has sinned and been separated from a holy God. 2) Jesus was the perfect sacrifice for our sins.  3) Jesus died and rose from the grave and lives today.  4) Only faith in Jesus work can save us from our sins and connect us to a holy God.  5) True faith in Jesus results in a changed life by the Holy Spirit within and is marked by holiness and purity.  6) Life will not always be easy, but it will be possible through Jesus.  7) Once we have placed our faith in Jesus, our lives are then to be lived for His glory - we become His servants and we serve Him!
7. How has the true gospel of Jesus made a positive difference in your life specifically?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.  

1. Pray for needs that are represented in the group.
2. Pray that each of us will daily serve Jesus and His true gospel with our lives.
WRAP UP (35 min) – Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowshipping together. Make Shared Ministry Assignments.
