WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.

Icebreaker: 
“What are some of you New Year’s Resolutions or Goals for 2012?”

WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us through His Word. Read Ephesians 5:22-33...
1. What do you think it means to submit to someone?
2. What do you think it means to be the head of something or someone?
3. Verse 24 tells us that the church submits to Christ.  How do we as Fellowship Church submit to Jesus?  Give some examples.
4. Read verse 25 again.  Who has the more difficult role - husbands or wives?  
5. What do you think it means to truly love someone?
6. Husbands are exhorted to feed and care for their wives.  What are some of the needs women have that husbands can help meet or fulfill?
7. What are some of the needs that men have that wives can help meet or fulfill?
8. Who is a married couple that you admire?  
a. What do you admire about them?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.  

1. Pray for needs that are represented in the group.
2. Pray that each of us will fulfill the goals that God has impressed upon us in 2012.
3. Pray that the marriages in Fellowship Church will be solid and strong in Jesus.
WRAP UP (35 min) – Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowshipping together. Make Shared Ministry Assignments.
